The line number on the left-hand side of each page is the identifier as the trail name appears only on the first page; that

number appears in column 1 of each of the five pages. Trail and County totals are on page five. The row below Yuba

County shows totals, percentages, or averages for the state. Following is a row showing the results per trail. Small

discrepancies may appear when comparing the fledgling/box counts in the articles which appear in this issue and the

annual report because of a time difference between the preparation of the two.

BIRD SPECIES ALPHA IDENTIFIERS

Alpha codes were designed by the Bird Banding Laboratory of the
US Geological Survey at Patuxent Wildlife Research Center in
Maryland. They generally signify the first two letters of the English
names of the birds; e.g. Western Bluebird is WEBL, Acorn
Woodpecker is ACWO. However, when the first given name is two
words or hyphenated, the first letter of the first names are used as in
Chestnut-backed Chickadee -CBCH. There are exceptions to the
rule - when two birds would end up with the same code. An example
is the Tree Swallow and the Trumpeter Swan, both of which would
normally be TRSW. In this case, the Tree Swallow was given TRES
and the swan, TRUS. Other than the Tree Swallow, all the rest of our
cavity-nesters follow the conventional methods of naming except the
Barn Owl which is BNOW. All birds on the American Ornithologists
Union (AOU) have a unique four-letter Alpha Code which is easier to
remember than the AOU numbers (and less confusing than bb for
bluebird or che for chickadee which could be any of 3 species). We
urge all birders to use the professionals' alpha codes when reporting.
